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OUR NEW MISSION STATEMENT

At its October meeting, the Temple Board approved a new Mission Statement for Temple
Bnai Israel, reflecting several years of community work to define who we are now. Our Temple
community and the broader Jewish and secular communities have changed a lot since we last
adopted a Mission Statement in the early '90s, yet some things remain very much the same.

The Temple set out to envision what a flourishing Jewish community would mean to us
and how to create it with our "Visioning Process" starting in 2014. What our members said in
that process forms the basis of the new Mission Statement. We also learned from a round of
conversations with members held by Russ Benblatt in the process of updating our website and
creating our first marketing plan. Among the highlights of those conversations were a
commitment to community and a diversity of approaches to Jewish life that includes learning,
spirituality, social action, and culture. The Board debated whether to explicitly include food in
the Mission Statement, as that came up a lot in members' input. In the end, they didn't include
it, but, as Rav Jeremy said, "The Statement says, 'we love being together," and would Jews get
together without eating?"

As in the previous statement, we remain committed to valuing the diversity of our
membership, whatever their relationship to Judaism, their sex or gender, etc. The bottom line,
expressed by the prophet Micah, also remains the same: do justice, love kindness, and walk
humbly with your God.

Here is the Statement approved by the Board:

Temple Bnai Israel is a dynamic, caring community of people
with close, diverse relationships to Judaism. We are an
inclusive and democratic community with exceptional rabbinic
leadership. We love being together. We offer a joyous learning
experience for all ages, work to repair the world, grow our
spiritual practice, and engage with music and art. These are all
parts of the evolving Jewish civilization. And we evolve with it,
always mindful of the ancient instruction to do justice, love
kindness, and walk humbly with your God (Micah 6:8).
